Commissioners deliberated over the wording of nearby communities’ signage ordinances with intention to allow 
for advertisement of Residential Developments.    It was determined to recommend the following for 
implementation.  

Suggestion #1 – Temporary for sale or for lease signs advertising the development of a new residential subdivision shall not 
exceed 32 square feet or remain more than 90 days after the subdivision is completed or 90% of all lots are sold. Only one 
such sign per the entire development, posted on the subdivision property is permitted. In commercial and industrial zoning 
districts, temporary construction signs identifying the architects, engineers, contractors, and other individuals or firms 
involved with the construction, and/or announcing the character or purpose of the building but not advertising any product. 
Only one such sign per building is permitted, Such signs shall not exceeding 32 square feet in area, shall be confined to the 
site of the construction, and shall be removed within 10 working days after construction has been completed.
